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On 1 January 2009, the 110th Military

Police Company received orders re-

missioning the unit to conduct Police

Transition Team (PTT) operations in

Diwaniyah province. In four days, the

company relocated 145 Soldiers, 60

vehicles, and 19 shipping containers of

equipment from Baghdad, 125 miles

south to Camp Echo.

The 110th Military Police Companyôs

mission was to train, coach, and

mentor the Iraqi Police while building a

professional and capable police force.

On 15 January 2009, the 110th Military

Police Company began partnering with

Iraqi Police and Civilian Police

Assistance Training Teams at the

Provincial, District ,and Station levels

in the Diwaniyah Province. The 110th

Military Police Company developed

sustainable competencies and

operating systems that enabled self-

reliance and Rule of Law, deterred

insurgent and criminal activity, and

sought to obtain a long term stable and

secure environment which promoted a

sovereign Iraq.

With the arrival of TF 1-2, the 110th

Military Police Company fell under yet

another Task Force, bringing the

grand total to six higher headquarters

over the course of their 15 month

deployment. Upon arrival, LTC Steven

Miska, TF Commander, made it clear

that he was here to support the 110th

Military Police Company in every way

possible.

Within days of their arrival at Camp

Echo, TF 1-2 held a ceremony where

they inducted new leaders into their

Plank Holder society. The culminating

event was a 50 Soldier ñking-of-the-

ringòmatch with each company under

TF 1-2 entering 10 warriors into the

ñPit.òThe normal rivalry that exists

between Military Police and Infantry

was not something that went

unnoticed. The Infantry works hard

and plays hard and the MPs are there

to reign them in when they get out of

control. This night the leaders and

Soldiers of TF 1-2 realized that the

Soldiers of the 110th Military Police

Company could play as hard as they

could and actually be friends.

On 22 May 2008, the 110th Military

Police Company, Hellraisers, deployed

from Fort Carson, Colorado, with 145

Soldiers, Noncommissioned Officers

(NCOs), and Officers. Upon arrival in

theater, the unit was assembled at

Forward Operating Base (FOB)

Freedom, in Baghdad, Iraq, and began

initial operations working directly for

Multinational Forces- Iraq (MNF-I) as

the Tier 1 Security. The 110th Military

Police Company assumed the Tier 1

Security mission for the seven highest

Government of Iraq (GoI) political

officials, to include Prime Minister Maliki

and President Talabani, as well as

support to four additional Tier 1 Iraqi

political figures and numerous visits by

distinguished foreign heads of

state. The 110th provided security for

dignitaries including the King of Jordan,

the Crown Prince of Kuwait, the Prime

Minister of Turkey, then United States

Senator Barack Obama, and Secretary

of State Condoleezza Rice. In support

of these significant missions, Soldiers

spent numerous days and nights safe

guarding the principals as they attended

meetings critical to shaping the future of

Iraq. Any mission failure would have

had serious implications at the strategic

level. In preparation for turning the

mission over to the Iraqi Army, the

110th Military Police Company

conducted extensive Tier 1 Security

training. The 110th Military Police

Company instructed their Iraqi

counterparts on tactics, techniques and

procedures to include TOC operations,

weapons, communications, mounted

and dismounted movement tactics and

techniques in order to ensure their

success.

On 30 November 2008, a 107mm rocket

struck FOB Freedom and injured two

Hellraiser Soldiers. SPC Nathan

Cluckey and SPC Lukas Shook were

both injured with SPC Shook requiring

MEDEVAC out of theater for treatment.

Both of these Soldiers received Purple

Hearts for their injuries. The Tier 1

mission was transitioned completely to

the Iraqi Security Forces on 31

December 2008 when the 110th Military

Police Company relinquished complete

operational control to the Government

of Iraq.

After 15 Months, The Hellraisers Head Home
On 2 July 2009, at a small twilight

ceremony, the Soldiers of the 110th

Military Police Company received the

coveted ñBlackScarfòfrom LTC Miska

as he explained the history of the

ñBlackScarvesòand welcomed all the

Hellraiser Soldiers into the TF 1-2

Black Scarf brotherhood. The Soldiers

of the 110th trained hundreds of Iraqi

policemen, both at Camp Echo and at

the local police stations. On June 30th

when the Security Agreement went

into effect, Soldiers of the unit

established the Camp Echo Law

Enforcement Training Center. This

center will provide law enforcement

instruction to the Iraqi police for many

months (possibly years) to come.

Finishing off the 15 month deployment

the Soldiers of the 110th Military

Police Company ñHellraisersòreceived

23 BSMs and 110 ARCOMS for their

exemplary service during Operation

Iraqi Freedom 08-10. Job well done!
